Noah Blake Radzik Memorial Scholarship
What it is:

This award is given in memory of Noah B. Radzik* and is to support a sibling of a person with deafblindness who is pursuing post high school education (college, trade school, business school).

Eligibility:

The applicant must be the sibling of a person with deafblindness and must reside in Pennsylvania. The applicant is required to be a member of PPDB or, if the applicant is under 18, their family must be members. The applicant must be either registered as a full-time student at an institution of higher education/trade/business school, or has been accepted to start at an institution of higher education as a full-time student in the fall of 2011.

Requirement:

The award recipient will agree to give a presentation to a group within their home community.  The topic of the presentation must be submitted in essay format and focus on one of the following:  1) how having a sibling who is deafblind has affected the applicant; or 2) the effects that deafblindness has had on the applicant's sibling and family.
Form of Award:

Up to $500, recognition in the PPDB Newsletter and mention on the PPDB website.
